leader guidelines

The Student Ministries of Virginia Impact Convention

has become the largest gathering for high school students among Independent Christian Churches/Churches of Christ in the
state of Virginia. We hope and pray that Student Ministries of Virginia continues to minister to an ever-growing number of
teens. Because of the large number of students that attend, we ask that you become familiar with and follow the guidelines
listed below. Thanks again for taking time from your busy schedule to minister to and with teenagers.

BEFORE THE CONVENTION:

1. PROMOTE Impact by placing sign-up sheets where they will be seen. Place announcements in your church's program.
Download flyers and image files from www.smov.net and use them for publicity. Pass out flyers to students and encourage
them to pass them out to their friends in school and the neighborhood. Have students check out the website. If you are able
to, pay the registration fee for students who bring 2 or more friends with them.

2. call and RESERVE YOUR HOTEL rooms.

Hotel Room Information:

-SMOV is getting a special rate on the hotel rooms at the Cavalier Hotel and we are asking everyone attending the
convention to make reservations there. The rooms are $81 a night plus 13% tax and $1.00 lodging fee.

-The reservation deadline for rooms is September 17, 2010; after this date the Hotel will release unreserved rooms.

-To make reservations, call 1.800.446.8199. Mention that you are with Student Ministries of Virginia. Reserve the amount
of rooms you will need and indicate how many rooms you reserved on the SMOV Impact registration form you send in with
your registration payment. (Note: You WILL NOT send your hotel payment to SMOV.)

-You are responsible to reserve and pay for the rooms for your group.

-Groups who wish to stay offsite during the convention will be subject to a $40 penalty per person for the convention.

3. PRE-REGISTER as many students as you can. Pre-registrations must be postmarked NO LATER THAN September 20,
20009.

4. RECRUIT enough adults to put one in each room with your teens. It is up to you to decide how many people will be in a
room. Make sure that your adults have read and agree to abide by these Leader Guidelines.

5. Announce the RULES for the convention (and those which YOU have set) BEFORE your group arrives. Expectations are
always better met when they are communicated clearly and up-front.

6. NO DRUGS! NO drugs (other than prescription medications, aspirin, etc.) NO alcohol or tobacco (in any form) will be
tolerated at any Student Ministries of Virginia program.

DURING THE CONVENTION:
1. Know where your students are at ALL times.

2. Have your students REMAIN IN THE SESSION. No student should leave any session without an adult leader.
3. No one other than the Student Ministries of Virginia staff is allowed backstage at any time.

4. Itis recommended that you set a 'LIGHTS OUT" time with your group at your hotel SO that everyone can enjoy and
participate in the convention on Saturday and Sunday with rested attitudes.

5. We are convinced that the students who attend these conventions are some of the finest in Virginia! In the past we have
gotten positive reports about them from the hotels and convention centers. Encourage your teens to continue the
REPUTATION OF EXCELLENCE when using these rented facilities.

6. HAVE AT LEAST ONE ADULT LEADER ATTEND THE MANDATORY LEADERS MEETING on Friday night.
